1. Before using the scale, remove the shipping protection screw (rotate 

counterclockwise), which is located underneath the scale. This screw ensures 

protection of the load cell during transportation. 

2. Fit the stainless steel pan over the plastic pan.   

 

Levelling the Scale 

 
To compensate for small surface irregularities or inclinations, the scale can be levelled. The 

scale is equipped with a level indicator at the front panel. Adjust the feet until the air bubble 

in the indicator is centered as shown.

Place the first item/items on the 

scale and press the UWS key. 

 

 

 

Press M+ to save the count to the 

scale’s memory. The item/items 

can then be taken off the scale. 

 

 

Put the second item/items on the 

scale and press the M+/SAVE key 

to add the second batch count into 

the scale’s memory. Repeat the 

process until all batches have been 

counted. 

 

 

To recall the count information, 

press the </MR key. Use the </MR 

and TARE/> functions to scroll 

through the saved accumulation 

information. The accumulated data 

can be cleared using the M-/HI 

key.

ERR2 Initial Zero Point Exceeds 30% of Full Load 

Remove the obstacle article under the pan, or replace the 

load cell (contact Marsden / the manufacturer / your local 

dealer) 

ERR3 A/D Resolution Range Exceeded 

Replace A/D or replace the load cell (contact Marsden / the 

manufacturer / your local dealer) 

ERR4 EEPROM Chksum Failure 

Re-weld EEPRON (contact Marsden / the manufacturer / 

your local dealer) 

ERR5 Scale Overloaded  

Remove the item from the scale 

ERR6 Display Range Exceeded
